4. She offered hospitality to Elisha and was rewarded with a son. She had the faith that Elisha himself would be able to revive her young son from his death bed.


5. She was faithful to her people and risked everything to plead with King Ahasuerus to avoid the killing of Jews.


6. On being told by an angel that she would be the mother of Jesus, the Son of God, she faithfully submitted to the will of God


7. At 84, she had spent most of her life in the temple, fasting and praying. When Jesus was brought to the temple as a child, she recognised him as the redemption of Jerusalem.


8. Having been a faithful follower of Jesus throughout his ministry, she was present at his crucifixion and was the first person to meet the risen Christ.
