Against Gender-Based Violence 2018

Following feedback from members, this year we will not have one specific day for a ‘global moment’. Rather, we encourage you to use the idea below to join together for a global act of solidarity, either as part of a service or meeting on a date of your convenience during the 16 days, or as an ongoing opportunity for prayer throughout the 16 days. 
If you do use this idea then please send us your photos of it to policy@mothersunion.org – it can encourage our members across the world to see us all joining together in this way.
Prayer globe

Provide a globe, either a 2D image – this could as large as you like, and could be handmade or a picture - or a blow up globe, and some post it notes. 

Either:

Write prayers on the post it notes for your link dioceses and stick them on the globe - for all they are doing to counter gender based violence, and for those in their communities who may have experienced or be experiencing gender-based violence.
Or:

Do the same for the work of Mothers’ Union worldwide more generally in their advocacy on this issue and their work with survivors.

Including others

If appropriate, display the globe somewhere in the church so the wider church community can access it and add their prayers throughout the time – for all those working to end gender-based violence, and all those impacted by gender-based violence. On the final Sunday of 16 Days you may be able to bring the globe forward in the service and offer up the prayers as part of the intercessions.

You could use the same idea as part of a branch or group meeting which focusses on the issues highlighted by 16 Days. Again, you may like to open the meeting to the wider community.
We offer up these prayers
as a sign of our solidarity with all who 
are affected by gender-based violence

and as a sign of our unity with all who 

campaign for justice across the world.
